IQAC Policy is prepared to focus on our vision and mission of institution and to ensure the quality
clements at Institute through a combination of self and external quality assessment, enhancement
and maintenance initiatives. '

Purpose - Quality is defined as best learning experiences including all level of cognitive learning
such as knowledge, understanding, application, analysis, creativity. critical thinking. problem
solving etc.. Hence the main purpose of IQAC is to develop a system for enhance the academic
and administrative performance of students, research scholars and faculty.

Scope - This policy applies to all the academic and administrative departments of our institute.
Procedure - Internal Quality Assurance Cell consist with Principal as the chair person and experts
from outside who are involved in quality aspect with senior members as per the guidelines of
NAAC.

IQAC includes Chair person, Coordinator, Ex-officio Members, External members- members - A
well renowned educationist, industrialist, local society and from technical background
Administrators — Head Clerk, representative from alumni, representative from students,

representative from teachers.
Functions - Development and application of quality benchmarks/parameters for various academic

and administrative activities of the institution. Facilitating the creation of a learner-centric
environment conducive to quality education and faculty maturation to adopt the required.

Provisions and Task under Internal Quality Assurance Policy

1. For the all-round development of all the girls students of the college, all the committees
cells etc. will formed as per rules and the work done by them will monitored.

2. Feedback will be collected from students, teacher, alumni, IQAC members and other
stakeholders on various things such as curriculum, ICT uses, teaching learning process,
institutional performance, library resources, infrastructure. feedback forms will be revised
Periodically for improvement as per requirement.

3. Infrastructure development efforts will be made through state government, PMUSA, UGC,
district administration, MLA funds.

Library automation will be done through KOHA or
SOUL integrated library management software. More text books, reference books,
competitive books will be purchased to enhance learning resources due to which the studies
of the students would be completed smoothly.

Organization of college level, state, national, international Seminars and workshops by
various departments on different quality related topics important for our students, society,
environment and country.

The college will
bear 50 percent of the fees paid by college teachers for publishing their research paper.

Various collaborative
activities will be organized such as seminars, workshops, educational visits, student
exchange, faculty exchange.

Career guidance and personality development programs will be organized.

Various intellectual, awareness and cultural programs/ departmental and college activities/
Sports events/ curricular/ co-curricular/ Extracurricular activities will be organized
throughout the year..

Curriculum will be completed on time through regular offline mode classes and online
classes and examinations will be conducted as per rules.

A skill development center will be established and run efficiently for the students. There
will be provision for training of students to prepare several art works and a platform will be
provided to the students for self employment by selling the artifacts.

Separate time table will be prepared for slow learner and advanced learner and it will be
followed completely.

Internal Assessment tests. half yearly exam and pre final exam will be conducted for all
classes.
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New dress code will be implemented for all the classes of the college and this code will be
followed keeping in mind the economic condition of the girls students.

Environmental laboratory will be established in the college in which various activities of
creating art work from waste will be organized under the ‘best of waste’ theme.

Value added course will be started at the college level as per rules.

Facilities for divyangjan students will be enhanced. Additional toilet, runway, railing and
ramp will be arranged for especially abled students.

.Q.A.C. At least four meeting will be organized in a year to ensure the members should
meet at least 4 times in a year.

Due to the covid according to the instructions of the higher education department of the
state government and the university. if online classes are to be organized all possible
resources will be mobilized in this regard.

Online classes will be organized as per requirement of situation. Recorded video lectures,
study materials in pdf and ppt will be shared with student to support advanced learners.
Cleaning and painting of college building will be maintained and improved continuously.
Keeping in view the NAAC evaluation and extra work, an additional computer operator and
other staffs will be arranged.

Plantation programs will be organized on various occasions with the aim of keeping the
college green will be done. To maintain cleanliness and greenery of the college, a committee
will be constituted under whose direction the cleanliness of the college will be inspected
from time to time and the shortcoming will be resolved accordingly. Drip irrigation system
will be installed for automated water irrigation of pots and plants in college garden. It will
be maintained and enhanced as per requirement.

Keeping in view the academic calendar received from the state government and the
university, the academic calendar of the college will also be prepared and all teachers and
employers will be made to follow it strictly.

After admission, orientation program of all the newly admitted girl students will be
organized and information about the entire code of conduct related to college and higher
education will be provided to all the girl students by the principal and teacher.

Under the menti-mentor action plan, the problems of the girl students will be short out and
solved by all the teachers and necessary actions will be taken to strengthen them mentally.
It will be ensured that maximum number of eligible girl students benefited from the
scholarship schemes of the government.

A blood donation camp will be organized in the college under Red cross every year. A
Massive camp will be organized under the SVEEP Program for voters awareness.

A Seven day NSS Special camp will be organized in village area every year as per
guidance of NSS organization. Various regular awareness activities also organized by NSS
cadets.

Energy audit and green/environment audit work will be done every year in the college.
A trade fair will be organized by the career development and placement cell formed in the
college through which current and former girl students will get employment opportunities.

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Admission and Reservation Policy

Admission guideline is formed for government institution by state government. It includes
provisions ol eligibility criteria. reservation percent of different categories for admission.
Alfiliating university declare admission schedule for all academic programs. Along with this. our
institution is framed a policy of internal admission procedure for smooth, transparent and fair
admission. Provisions of admission and reservation policy is as follows —

I. An admission committee is formed for admission in all academic programs.

2. Committee members have responsibility to follow all the rules and regulations related to

admission formed by state higher education department.

Committee will assure follow up of all the instruction given by university and higher

education department.

4. An admission manual will be published with details of all programs, departments, library,
sports and cultural facilities etc.

5. A help desk will be established for admission related queries and assistance in admission

procedure. ,

6. Merit list is prepared with following reservation percentage of different categories and other
weightages as per guidelines of state government.

7. Admission will be taken on the basis of merit list for transparent and fair admission
procedure.

8. Special efforts will be made to fill up all the seats of all programs.

9. Admission fees submission will be verified by accountant of institution.

10. All the admission forms submitted on admission will be verified by admission committee
and kept in oflice,

I1. An admission register will be maintained for data of all admissions in all programs.

12. All the notices and instructions will be pasted on notice board and college website.

Theories of Guidelines for Admission in Undergraduate and
Post Graduate classes of all Government/Private colleges.
Session 2023-24

1. Requisitions-

1.1 the guideline theories will applied to all government/private colleges
with the ordinance no 6 & 7 of Chhattisgarh University Act 1973. All
the principals of colleges will ensure to adopt & follow strictely.

L2 All the rules mentioned have to be strictly followed by all
government/private Colleges admission here refers to U.G. class 1st
year or 1st semester and 15t semester of P.G. class.

2. Date of admission
2.1 Submission of admission forms

This year all the admission forms have to be collected “online”. All the
forms submitted will be sent to that college. All the forms received online
will be scrutinized by the principal Admission will be given by following
the theory of guideline.

a- Due to unavoidable circumstances if offline Applications are compulsory
candidate will submit form with all the desired documents within the
due date in college.

b- For admission, if mark sheets are not issued by the school Board or
university, then candidate may secure a certificate issued by the
concerned principal, and candidate may submit his form without the
mark sheets.

2.2 To Decide Last Date for Admission

1. Except transfer case, from 16% June to 31t July the principal
will be able to give admission on his own and till 14t august with the
permission of the vice chancellor. (The date of admission in the first year of
graduation is from 16% June and for other classes from 16t June to 15t
July or within 10 days of the declaration of the examination results) the
admission process will be done as per the instruction issued from time to
time by the government. In case of delayed declaration of examination
result the admission work will be completed with 10 days after the
declaration of the examination result. Mention in paragraph 5.1 (A)



Seeking admission after the last date ol admission in transfer of employees
their sons and daughters should be given admission during the session
only if the place is vacant, but for this the employees will have to submit
the certificate of joining and the applicant’s admission will be only in case
of admission in other college before the last date fixed for admission.

Explanation-

The applicant ‘A’ has taken admission in any class in the college as per
rules. After that his parent was transferred to place ‘B’ new he wants to take
admission in a college of this place (B) he will be given admission only it there
is a vacancy. The applicant ‘B’ does not want to take admission in any of the B
colleges in the place (A) where his parents were employed. Therefore

applicant (B) cannot be admitted after the last date fixed for admission has
passed.

2.2 To decide last date of admission for candidates qualified by rechecking
or revaluation.

Except law faculty, students of other faculties who have passed in
revaluation/rechecking, will have eligibility to take admission before 15 days
After the declaration of the result, on the basis of order of merit & permission
of the Vice Chancellor of concerned university. But this will be applicable only
on the basis of vacant seat & order of merit, But in law faculty college will
provide admission only if seats are vacant even if students are eligible in the
order of merit, students who qualified by revaluation/rechecking in 12th
class will be eligible for regular admission only if seats are vacant.

3 Determination of seats number -

3.1 On the basis of the availability of resources in the college, apparatus,
instruments equipped in laboratories, usable furniture, sufficient staff
admission will be given within sanctioned the number of seats of each class. If
principal wishes to increase the number of seats in college then he/she may
send his proposal before or till 30th April to Higher Education Directorate.
Only after receiving permission from Higher Education Directorate/ Higher
education department, proceed for admission on increased seats.

3.2 Admission in Law graduation 157, 2Nb and 3rd year and five year program
B.A.L.L.B. will be given on the basis of the allotted standard of the quota of
maximum 60 students per section decided by the bar council, (Minimum 2
section and maximum 5 section) based on merit.



33 Affiliated university / autonomous colleges have determing,
silbject/subject groups each class. Principal has to strictly adhere to the
subject/ subject groups as allotted and admission will be given according to

the seats available.

4 Admission list -

4.1 The principal has to determine the last date for depositing fees and
puts a merit list of selected candidates with their marks of qualifying exam
following the merit list, where they deserve surcharge that has to be given and
the merit list has to be displayed on notice board.

4.2 Fees will be deposited only after the admission committee properly
scrutinizing all the required documents along with the original transfer
certificate, After fees deposition the transfer certificate should be stumped
admitted and cancelled.

4.3 After the desired fees is deposited admission is said to be completed, After
the admission process, the transfer certificate has to be marked cancelled and
compulsorily cancelled.

4.4 With the declaration of the admission list and deposition of fees, The
remaining vacant seats, can be filled in all the classes with a late fee of 100 Rs.
to be paid by the candidates and deposited is the non-govt. account along with
this the last date for admission with late fees will be 15% August only.

4.5 Admission cannot be given the basis of duplicate T.C. If a student loses his
original transfer certificate, He has to register an FIR in the nearest police
station. With a copy of the FIR and a certificate collected from the last
educational institute stating the Serial no. and date of the original transfer
certificate, only then admission can be given candidates has to submit a
promissory note against this.

4.6 The principal has to give a confidential certificate stating the candidates
involvement - if any his indisciplinary act, ragging, destruction etc. This
should be sent in seated envelop to the principal of the college where the
students opts for admission.

4.7 State government has made provision for female students of UG and PG
classes of some relaxation in fees. Principal should be vigilant in following
these instructions.

5 Eligibility of admission -



5.1 Domicile and required exam -

a) Candidate should be a permanent native of Chhattisgarh / property holder
of Chhattisgarh state or central government employee, semi government
employee/ private limited company employee, nationalized bank and India
government managed business organizations whose employee is posted in
Chhattisgarh, their Son/daughter and Jammu Kashmir displaced citizen their
dependants can seek admission in colleges, After the above admission if seats
are vacant, then students of other states who have qualified the desired exam
and 12%"Board exam can be given admission following the merit order.

b) Students who have qualified the desired exam from the university or the
affiliated university/board are eligible for admission in college.

c) If required, candidate may avail an eligibility certificate from the university
& seek admission.

5.2 Under graduate level, regular admission.

a) 10+2 passed students are eligible for regular admission in the three year
graduation class. But students of Arts & commerce faculty are not allowed to
seek admission in B.Sc. class. But admission in B.Sc (Home science) first year
will be allowed any one passing out of the any faculties. Students have cleared
12t board in vocational syllabus will be eligible only for Arts faculty. Any
student who have passed in commerce are eligible for commerce faculty only
similarly student who have cleared 10+2 in Agriculture can not seek

admission in B.Sc. (Bio/Math’s group)

b) In under graduate classes students who have cleared 1st year are eligible
for 2/3 year class with the same papers opted in 1+ year, they are not allowed
to change their subjects.

5.3- Regular Admission in Post Graduation Classes -

a) Students who have passed B.Com./ B.Sc. (Home science), B.A. graduate
degree qualified are eligible respectively for M.Com./ M.Sc. (Home Science)
/M.A. 15t semester & B.Sc. Students who have passed the desired subjects are
eligible for regular admission in M.Sc./M.A. 1st semester and For M.A. 1%
semester(geography), students who have studied geography in the under
graduate level are eligible. Besides, in the case of any doubt about provisions
and related conditions of eligibility must follow the terms and conditions of

the university related ordinance.

¢) ATKT rules for Post Graduation classes (Allowed to keep terms)

1) To seek admission in P.G. first semester students, eligible for provisional
admission are required to take admission before the last date.

2) In the third semester if the students is an ATKT candidate then he will be
eligible to take provisional admission in the next semester as per ATKT rules.

5.4- Law faculty regular admission-

a) All graduate students are eligible for regular admission In law 1styear

b) All law graduates are eligible for regular admission in LLM 1styear

c) All LLB & LLM first semester passed candidates are eligible for the next
consecutive class of LLB & LLM, second semester same procedure will
be followed for the third, fourth & fifth semester.

5.5 Minimum Marks limitation in the qualifying exam for admission.

a) For admission in law graduation 15t year the minimum marks limitation
is to 45 % (SC/ST 40%/0BC 42%) and for law PG previous class 55%
(ST, SC & OBC 50 %) are eligible for regular admission.

5.6 Admission in AICTE/NCTE/BAR council of India/ medical council of
India recommended programs will be followed by provision of related

organization.
6. Equivalent exam -

6.1 Central Board of secondary education (CBSE), Indian council for
secondary education(ICSE) & 10+2 exam of schools/intermediate board of
other states/ is equivalent valid to 10+2 of board of secondary education.
Principal can avail the list of all the recognized board from the affiliated

university.

6.2 Normally all the universities of India which are also members of Indian
association of university, are equivalent to C.G. governments university exams.
Examinations are not valid of all such universities (Excluding IGNOU) which
conducts distance education programs, but has not received permission from
state government. As per University grants commission, New Delhi’s
direction, all the universities or educational institution of out of CG State are
not permitted to open any study centre/off campus centre & provide students



admission/degree. the degree/diploma of such institute, will not be legally
valid.

6.3 Principal can also avail a list of universities/colleges which have been
rejected from time to time by UGC for not being recognized & fulfilling the
criteria, as such the degree offers by such universities are not valid.

6.4 Candidate qualified from NVEQF (National vocational educational
qualification framework) started in the year 2012 should be given equal

priority compared of other general subjects for admission to under graduate
level course in universities and college.

According to semi government letter of University Grants Commissions
letter no. 1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April 2014 -

As you are aware that economical work department, finance ministry
has notified in national skill qualification Framework (NSQF) has human
resource development ministry has in (NVEQF) incorporated all formulated
elements, As it is notified in NSQF that it provides 01 to 10 levels of certificate
where in 5 to 10 level of certificate is of the level of Higher Education & level
01 to 04 certificates are affiliated to school education. NVEQF implemented in
2012, some school, Boards have proposed it in their syllabus & ifs equivalent
or same level certificates are given. Such students quality by levels of NVEQF
& 10+2 till 2014 successfully. Human resource ministry, India govt. has
expressed doubt that students who are interested for admission in such
courses prior to their collegiate or university exams & who have 10+2 level of
vocational subject will be in a advantage us position. Hence its my request that
when such students who are ready to seek admission in any university or
college for an undergraduate syllabus them such subjects will be given equal
priority so that they get opportunity for educational creativity.

7 Admission of outer applicants :-

7.1) In undergraduates level as B.A. /B.COM /B.Sc./ B.H.Sc./ has unified
syllabus in Chhattisgarh so all the universities, colleges, autonomous colleges
1st/ 2nd year qualified students are eligible for admission in 2nd and 3rd year
but all affiliated universities/ autonomous college that conduct classes on
subjects, subjects groups if student has passed the previous exam after
verifying if candidate has appeared in the last exam or not only them he is

eligible for admission if necessary eligibility certificate may be availed from
the university.



7.2) Universities/autonomous colleges situated out of Chhatﬁsgarh

Conducting 1st, 2nd year exam of UG level from other autonomouys Collegeg
/universities or pre exam of PG classes LILIII semester exam and law under
graduate 1, II, year passed candidates have to produce eligibility Certificate,
only them they are liable for regular admission.

Students out of state have to deposit an affidavit that if they give
any wrong/false information, then his admission will be cancelled and be
deprived of admission in any university of the state/ Its important to cross
check the documents produced by the candidate from the related board/
university of students hailing from out of the state.

7.3) In science and other practical subject if there are seats vacant of private
students and college ex-students, the till 30 November. After payment of the
required fees they can be allowed to attend practical classes with due
permission of the principal.

8 For provisional admission students who are eligible have to seek
admission before the last date of admission.

8.1) In the under graduate levels 1st and 2nd year regular student who are
eligible for supplementary exam (compartment) can seek provisional
admission in the next class if seats are vacant.

8.2) In post graduate semester I/ 11/ 111 students who have been declared
supplementary, ATKT are eligible for provisional admission in the next class,

8.3) In the 1st and 2nd year law graduate three year course. The assessed
aggregate of 48/ percent if not achieved or students who get supplementary
are eligible for provisional admission in the next class.

8.4) The above clause 7 section 1 and 2 candidates will not be eligible for
provisional admission.

8.5) Candidates who have failed in supplementary exam, their provisional
admission will automatically be cancelled. If passed their provisional
admission will be accepted as regular.

9 Conditions for admission -

9.1) Students who are admitted as a regular student in a particular faculty of
a college / university, will not be admitted again as a regular student in the
same class/faculty, If a student does not take admission is the class applied in

9.5) Full time government/ private service holders will not be eligible for
regular class during their office hours. After daily office hours where college

holds, classes the candidate has to take no-objection certificate from their
employer for admission.

9.6) Candidate who have already secured a graduate degree in one faculty will
not be eligible for regular admission in any graduate program of other faculty.

11.2) For Under graduation/ Post graduation next class the order of priority
will be regular passed in last exam / ex. regular student / supplementary
declared but regular in the last exam / private student.

11.3) For law faculty students who have been declared supplementary
scorers, they will be eligible for admission if their previous exam score is 48%

in aggregate, they will be admitted on priority basis other conditions will be as
itis.

11.4) For admission in 1st year of the three year degree course students of

other colleges / places / tehsil / district residents or exam qualified
candidates will be given admission following the merit order.

11.5) One who has passed post graduation in one subject may be given
admission in any other subject if seats are vacant.

12 Reservation Policy will be as chalked out by Chhattisgarh
government.

12.1) In every academic session reservation of seats and in each educational
institute its extension will in the following method-

a) There will be reservation of 32% seats of total sanctioned seats for ST
students in all stream and classes.

b) There will be reservation of 12% seats of total sanctioned seats for SC
students in all stream and classes.

c) There will be reservation of 14% seats of total sanctioned seats for OBC
students in all stream and classes. But where seats of ST students are vacant
due to take of applicants till the last date then, such seats to be filled with SC
and following the opposite serial order cligible candidates may be admitted.

Provided further that where the seats reserved under clauses (a), (b)
and (c) remain vacant on the closing dates even after the provision specified
in the foregoing provision, it shall be filled by other eligible students.

12.6 If reservation percentage will be less than 72 percent reservation seat
will not be available. If reserved seats percentage is between 72 percent and
1percent than reservation will be taken as 1 percent.

12.7 For the displaced and dependents of Jammu-Kashmir 5% seats to be
increased and given admission also 10% relaxation to be given in the lowest

score.

12.8) Time to time the reservation rules issued by government have to be

followed.

12.9) The provision of reservation as shown in section 12.1 is under the
jurisdiction of honourable High court’s decision.

12.10) For the third gender people, honourable high court refers to case no
W.P. (C) 400/2012 national legal services authority against. India govt. and
the decision passed on 15/04/20214 section 129(3) it has been directed that
_ « we direct the centre and the state govt. to take steps treats them as socially
and educationally backward classes of citizens and extent all kinds of
reservation in admission in educational institutions and for public
appointments” to be strictly followed.
